Monitoring Explanation Sheet — Year 10

The Internally Assessed Grade (IAG) is the grade achieved in either the recent subject exams or a Current Level of
Achievement (CLA) These grades are fine graded and the letter, H, M or L, represents how secure the GCSE grade achieved is,
so a 5H represents a very secure Grade 5 whereas a 5L is far less secure.

The fine grade structure is:
