Dear Parents and Carers,

RE: Weekly Update

We have now completed our first full week of the term and so far, despite higher than average
staff absences for this time of year, we have managed to avoid significant disruption.

On Thursday it was announced that from Monday 17% January, those who have tested positive
will be able to take a lateral flow test on day 5 and day 6 to cease self-isolation early. The
same rules apply, in that the tests must both be negative and taken at least 24 hours apart.
We have had guidance from WBC therefore, that staff and pupils may return to school on day
6 if their LFT test is taken in the morning prior to school and so long as they are not presenting
with a fever. We will update you further upon receiving any additional guidance on this.

Home Testing Twice per week using LFD. Please report all results to the NHS. You are
now advised to continue testing even if you have had Covid within the
last 90 days.

Those who test positive via LFD are not require to take a confirmatory
PCR test and should self-isolate immediately.

Guidelines for | Any child who has a household member test positive or has been
Positive Cases | identified as a close contact of a positive case should take a daily

in Your lateral flow test for 7 days. Whilst engaging in daily LFD testing,
Household anyone who tests negative can continue to attend school.

Changes to Students can now leave self-isolation on day 6 if they have a negative
Isolation LFT result on day 5 and day 6. The tests must be 24 hours apart and
Period for they must not have a high temperature. If either test is positive,

Positive Cases | Students must continue to isolate until they get 2 negative LFT results
taken 24 hours apart or they have completed 10 full days of isolation.

Isolation Work | Set via Microsoft Teams.
Mask Wearing | Now highly recommended in all communal areas and classrooms.
Please send you child to school with a suitable face mask.
