What activities will there be? 

The majority of the course is taught in the practical form. Lessons are taken in a studio and you will be asked to 
work in pairs, small groups and large groups to create a variety of pieces of drama. Alongside the performance 
work, you will be given chance to experiment with stage design, using the department’s wide range of equipment. 
You will explore the work of theatre companies, directors and practitioners and learn to apply these to your work.  
You will be taught how to imaginatively write about your performance ideas for a published play as well as how 
you have created your own, original performance work. You will also be taught how to deconstruct live theatre that 
we will take you to see!
